· Title and author are mentioned and referenced properly (title of novel must be underlined). 


Body:

· Each paragraph includes a sentence that introduces the argument that will be presented.

· Each argument is clearly justified. 

· All arguments are supported with textual reference and quotations.

· Each quotation is properly referenced (see MLA PowerPoint on the class website).

· Quotations are put into context.

· Statements flow well (transition sentences are apparent and appropriate).

· All quotations are different.

· Points / arguments are not repetitive.

· Points are organized in an effective manner (strong-weaker-strong).

Conclusion:

· Conclusion clearly re-states thesis.

· Thesis is stated in new words. It sounds different yet presents the same topic sentence.

· 3 points are restated clearly. 

· Language is varied (3 points)

· No new ideas are presented

· Ends in an appropriate and creative way to engage the reader in further thought. 


Grammar / Spelling / Structure:


· Sentence structure is strong. All statements make sense. 

· There are no run-on sentences.

· Spelling and grammar are excellent

· Sentences flow well. 

· Text is concise
