Photoshop Lesson 2: IMAGE ADJUSTMENT INSTRUCTIONS
DO NOT LOSE THESE INSTRUCTIONS. KEEP THEM IN YOUR FOLDER. YOU WILL NEED TO REFERENCE THEM IN THE FUTURE.
Adjustment layers: Adjustments are a quick and accurate way to edit any picture or image by simply clicking on one of the Adjustment options shown on it.
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List of possible adjustments:

-brightness and contrast: 

*-levels: will change the exposure of the photo, deals with black, white and grey.

-curves 

-exposure

-vibrance

*-hue/saturation: changes all colours of the image 

-colour balance

*-black and white: change a colour photo to black and white.

-photo filter 

-channel mixer

-invert 

-posterize

-threshhold

-gradient map

-selective colour 

Activity Instructions: Before you begin, open the CLASS WEBSITE (msgucciardi.weeblycom) and Photoshop. 

1- LEVELS:  

Step 1: Open the image called EXPOSURE from my website in Photoshop.

Step 2: Create a LEVELS adjustment layer.

Step 3: WHITE reveals, BLACK conceals (Press CTRL + I to invert the mask)

Step 4: Brush the areas that are underexposed and play with the levels of white, black and grey. 

2- HUE SATURATION:

Step 1: Open the image called SATURATION from my website in Photoshop.
Step 2: Create a HUE SATURATION adjustment layer. 

Step 3: Since we will only be changing the CYAN colours on the image, change the master colour to CYAN or use the hand tool to pick out the colour from the image. Photoshop will change the category depending on your selection.

Step 4: Press B (for Brush) and then CTRL + X to paint with black instead of white. WHITE reveals and BLACK conceals… paint the head black to reveal the initial cyan colour.
